Contra Costa College Nursing Program 
Lottery Process for 1st Semester Nursing Students
Applications to the Nursing Program:  Applications for admission into the Contra Costa College RN program are obtained from the nursing department webpage at any time, or from the Office of Admissions and Records or the Nursing Department during the application period of October 1st  through February 1st each year.  Completed application packets are submitted to the Office of Admissions and Records (SSC-115).

Evaluation of Nursing Applications:  After the deadline of February 1st, all applications for admission into the first semester nursing program are evaluated by the college Admissions and Records Office for completion of nursing program requirements (Group A and B courses).   The Office of Admissions and Records sends each applicant a copy of the evaluation including the status of the application (pending, eligible, ineligible).
Determination to hold a Nursing Lottery:  A lottery is held when there are more eligible applicants than available places for beginning students in the nursing program.  Determination of the number of available places is made by the college administration and nursing department based on the availability of clinical agencies, nursing instructors, and other needed college resources.    
Nursing Lottery Process:   When all the applications have been evaluated, a list of eligible nursing applicants is submitted to the campus technology support office.   On the day of the lottery (usually in mid to late April), the names of all eligible applicants are entered into a computerized program that randomly selects names  and creates a numbered list of all qualified applicants.  The list is divided into those who will be offered acceptance into the nursing program, and those placed on an alternate list.  All qualified applicants are listed in numerical order.  
The lottery process is observed by representatives of the college Office of Admissions and Records, a college administrator, faculty representatives from the nursing department, a classified staff member, and a student representative.  

Announcement of Nursing Lottery Results:   The lottery list that is generated from the randomized computer selection process is posted on the nursing department webpage and on a bulletin board outside the nursing department office (HS-103) within a day after the lottery is held.  The list posted outside of the nursing department is updated on a weekly basis if applicants selected in the lottery decline admission into Contra Costa’s nursing program. 
Notification of Acceptance into the Nursing Program:   The nursing department sends notification of acceptance via U.S. mail to those applicants who are offered admission into the nursing program by virtue of their lottery number.   All accepted applicants must submit the written acceptance form to the nursing department by the date specified in the acceptance letter.  

If any applicant does not accept entrance into the nursing program by the required deadline date, the name of that applicant will be dropped from the list and the next alternate applicant will be notified and offered admission into the nursing program.  

The nursing department also notifies all alternate applicants of their position on the alternate list.  If space becomes available in the program due to students not accepting entry into the program, the nursing department continues to notify applicants on the alternate list, in numerical order as chosen by the random lottery process.   Methods of communication include U.S. mail, email, or telephone.  It is the responsibility of each applicant to keep the nursing department notified of any changes in address, telephone number or email address.
The Contra Costa College does not maintain a waiting list from year to year for the nursing program.
