Thank you for considering Middle College High School (MCHS) for your high school program.  Before completing the application, we request that you give careful consideration to the information below to determine if MCHS is the most suitable educational experience for you.  In completing the application, please make special note of the expectations you and your child will be agreeing to if he or she is accepted at MCHS.  
History:

MCHS at Contra Costa College (CCC) was established in 1989 as a collaborative effort between the WCCUSD and CCC.  The program is structured to provide successful, challenging, and meaningful experiences for students identified as high ability who are not yet reaching their potential.  

Students in grades 9 – 12 are not only offered the opportunity to earn a high school diploma and meet university a – g entrance requirements, but also take college courses for which they receive college units through concurrent enrollment.  By following the MCHS educational plan, students can complete at least 60 units of general education transfer credits.  All MCHS students gain job skills by working in internships on campus or in the community.  

Our students earn scholarships and honors commensurate to those of traditional high schools. Many students fulfill their lower division university requirements and graduate from high school and college at the same time. Others enroll for an additional fifth year to complete the lower division requirements at CCC before transferring to a four-year college or university.
MCHS currently has a population of approximately 300 students, allowing for smaller classes and personalized attention from college and high school faculty and staff.

Eligibility and Target Population:

The criteria considered in determining MCHS student eligibility are as follows:

· Demonstrated ability in areas of reading, writing, and math (reflected by standardized test scores, marks earned, counselor and/or teacher recommendations).

· Evidence of being “at risk” of not performing to their potential (total application).

· Demonstrated ability to make mature, independent, and productive choices and to succeed in challenging college and high school classes. 

· Demonstrated willingness to be intellectually challenged. 

· Demonstrated desire to make education a priority over social and recreational interests.

ATTENDANCE POLICY
Middle College High School follows the same calendar as Contra Costa College.  Since students are enrolled in college classes, they are expected to attend these classes when the college is in session.  Therefore, the school year begins earlier than the other schools, usually the middle of August.  There is a 3-week break in December/January and the program does not observe the week off in February following President’s Day.  All classes are in session at this time.  Students must still attend 180 days per school year.  The school year is configured differently to coincide with Contra Costa College’s academic calendar.

If I am accepted to attend MCHS, I agree to all of the following expectations:

· Be punctual and maintain good attendance in all classes.

· Take responsibility for my own learning, behavior, and success.

· Devote a minimum of two hours each evening to homework, studying, and reading.

· Behave in a manner that shows respect for the college, school facilities, and equipment. 

· Understand that our existence on the college campus is a privilege, not a right.  

· Demonstrate the ability to make mature, independent, productive choices, and accept responsibility for those choices.

· Must understand that MCHS is an alternative high school with no organized athletics and few student body activities.  

· Maturely handle flexible scheduling and be able to make productive use of unscheduled time. 

· Adhere to the technology agreements of CCC and WCCUSD.   

· Complete all WCCUSD and MCHS graduation requirements. 

· Plan to continue in college after graduation.

· Understand that I may be dropped from MCHS and referred to my school of residence if I do not maintain a 2.8 grade point average in high school classes and 2.5 grade point average in college classes.

· Consequences for failure to maintain the proper decorum for a student on a college campus may include suspension from high school and/or college classes, transfer, or expulsion.  Progressive discipline may or may not apply.

MIDDLE COLLEGE HIGH SCHOOL SAMPLE PARENTAL ENROLLMENT CONTRACT

If my child is accepted, I agree to all of the following expectations:

· Provide a minimum of two hours each evening for my child to do homework, study, and read.

· Ensure that my child has transportation to get to school on time.

· Support daily attendance; call the school on any day of an absence. 

· Schedule all medical/dental appointments and family vacations when school is not in session.

· Attend and participate in parent/school functions such as Progress Report nights 4 times a year.  

· Keep up on MCHS activities by reading all material sent home and visiting our web site at www.contracosta.edu.
· Understand that MCHS is an alternative high school with no organized athletics and few student activities.

· Recognize the fact that my child is responsible for adhering to the technology agreements of CCC and WCCUSD.  

· Understand that my child may be referred to the school of residence if he or she does not maintain a 2.8 grade point average in high school classes and a 2.5 grade point average in college classes or if my child’s behavior is not consistent with the expectations of the program.
· Consequences for failure to maintain the proper decorum for a student on a college campus may include suspension from high school and/or college classes, transfer, or expulsion.  Progressive discipline may or may not apply.
