Genersl Information

Eligibility:
Students entering 2nd - 10th grade in Fall 2011
Satisfactory Conduct grades
Students are expected to show self control
Students will exhibit appropriate behavior while on campus

Schedule of Classes
Morning and Afternoon sessions are available
Students must take a minimum of 2 classes
Students must choose one course for each class hour from afternoon or morning sessions.
First and second choices are required in the event of a class cancellation
Registration is by mail only until June 20t and is on a first come, first serve basis
Classes are held Monday—Thursday

Filled/Cancelled Classes

Occasionally classes fill or are cancelled. As a result, two choices per time slot are requested to be listed on the
registration form. If a class is canceled or filled we will contact you with alternatives. Refunds are only given when
a class is cancelled and no other options remain.

Change of Schedule
No changes will be made after classes begin.

Certificates and Progress reports
Certificates will be awarded by the College for Kids office upon successful completion of the program.
Progress reports will be sent home at the 2nd and 4th week.

Scholarships
A limited number of scholarships are available to low income students. For scholarship applications and
procedures, please see SCHOLARSHIP section.

Transportation and Parking

Students must not arrive any earlier than 15 minutes prior to first class session.

All students must be picked up promptly at end of class day at designated area.

Students who are not picked up within this time frame will be subject to an additional fee. ($1 per minute or each
minute late after 5 minutes payable in cash no later than 24 hours after being assessed.)

Lunch Services
All students attending the CFK program are eligible for the free lunches provided by the WCCUSD summer lunch
program. Vendors are available on campus for purchased meals in the Cafeteria and Bookstore.

Supervised Activity Periods

For parents wanting supervised activities for their child before the morning session and after the afternoon session.
Fees are $40 per activity period paid at the time of registration or $75 if you choose both morning and afternoon
sessions. Both activity periods are supervised by CFK aides

Fees

The fee is $250 for the morning session and $250 for the afternoon session. (Each session is 2 classes)
A $15 Instructional Fee may be assessed for some classes as noted in the booklet
